TOURNAMENT RULES 

 
 
The schedule and rules that are posted at the tournament are official and final. 
 
The tournament games will be played under USA Hockey Rules. 
 
Each team must provide a signed copy of its roster from their local registrar. 
 
Each team is required to put a representative in their respective penalty box. 
 
The schedule and rules will be distributed to all team managers prior to the tournament. 
 
Tier 1 AAA registered players are not allowed to be rostered on a Tier 2 A or AA team that is playing within 
that players same age division. They can be rostered on a Tier 2 A or AA team if that player is playing up a 
division from his age division. 
 
Game Times: 
Mite – Peewee are scheduled for 1 hour and 15 minutes playing time per game; 12, 12, & 12. 
Bantam – Midget are scheduled for 1 hour and 30 minutes playing time per game; 15, 15, & 15. There will be 
a 3 – minute warm up and a 1 – minute break between periods. 1 time out is allowed. All games are played 
until someone wins; sudden death over time for all games. 
 
The clock will be running time when the score differential is 5 goals. 
Once the score differential is 4 and under the clock will go back to stop time. 
Teams can not get more than 5 goals for or against in standings. 
There will be no running time in Quarter Finals, Semi Finals, and Finals. 
 
The clock will be running time when teams combine for 20 penalties in a game. 
There will be no running time in Quarter Finals, Semi Finals, and Finals. 
 
Teams must be ready to play 30 minutes before game time. If the ice is available, the scheduled game will 
begin early. If a team does not have enough players to start a game, the clock will run and a goal will be 
assessed against that team every 2 minutes. If the team is still not ready by the end of the first period, the 
game will be scored a forfeit. The score for a forfeit will be recorded as a 1-0 win to the non-offending team. 
 
All games that are tied at the end of the third period will be played until someone wins. 12 minutes will be 
placed on the score clock. Each sudden death overtime period will be 12 minutes. 
 
Standings 
1) First by the most points accumulated. 

If still tied then, 
2) Head to head competition will determine which team advances, if still tied, 
3) Goals plus/minus differential, if still tied, 
4) Goals allowed, if still tied, 
5) Fewest penalty minutes during the tournament, if still tied,  
6) Coin toss 
 
····      Goal differential cannot exceed 5 goals for any game. 
 
The ZERO Tolerance rule will be strictly enforced. Parents or coaches screaming or yelling (at players, 
Tournament or any Officials, on or off the ice) will be barred from the Arena for the duration of the 
tournament. Each team and coach has the responsibility to control their parents. Officials will stop play to 
remove unruly spectators from the Arena. If required, GERMAIN Arena Management will enforce these 
removals. 
 
The rules of the Arena will also be enforced – this includes a clean locker room. Any damage caused will be 
the responsibility of that team.
